
Teen, Molly win overall titles

Molly Tucker, the 11-year-old Southlake runner who has 

grabbed attention with her talent, won the women's overall title 

at The Walk For the Whisper 5K on Saturday, Sept. 29, after 

bidding to win the overall title.  

Molly said male winner Austin 

Broussard, 17, passed her after 

the first mile. However, she 

almost caught him on a steep 

hill only to lose ground when 

the course leveled. Broussard 

won in 19:51.50. 

The race is conducted to bring 

more awareness to ovarian 

cancer, and raise money for 

research and support. 

A one- mile fun run also was 

conducted, starting in the 

opposite direction of the 5K and 

in different lanes. 

The setup and atmosphere on the 

Baylor Medical Center parking 

lot was more like a fair than 

anything else.  Matching tents 

and booths, lots of displays, 

food, information displays (with people who knew what they 

were talking about manning them). 

There was a live vocal group entertaining the crowd, and a well-

done arrangement of the Star Spangled Banner. 

There were a couple of humorous incidents – the one-mile group 

at first lined up to run in the same direction as the 5K, and 

getting them turned around was difficult.  When they started in 

the opposite direction, the front line of the 5K took their marks 

and almost got across the chip strip before they were called 

back.  Some of the 5k runners resumed stretching, and were still 

stretching when the 5K start was called. 

At the bottom of the hill, 50 yards from the start and before the course turned onto the streets and 

widened out, a sponsor’s mascot and handler were unloaded from a golf cart in the middle of the
